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The following suggested curriculum covers six years of study.  The courses in the early years are designed 

to give a basic introduction to the Bible.  Depending on the reading level you may want to delay or bring 

forward some of the courses in the curriculum.  The curriculum provides for a variety of book and 

salvation studies.
